CLASS 3  – Members of any Branch of the Pony Club 16 years and under as at 1st January 2008    Entry fee £20, (AHBPC Members £18)

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY AND GENERAL INFORMATION
1.  Entries close on Saturday 26th April 2008 - no refund for cancellation after this date. Please use the official entry form only. 

2. No horse or pony may compete more than once. No competitor may ride more than two horses without the express permission of the Entries Secretary.

3. The Event will run under Pony Club Eventing Rules 2008, except where otherwise stated. Cross country will NOT be timed for Classes 1 – 4.

Please also be aware of the “Outside Assistance” rule.

4. No wheeled vehicles or motorbikes are allowed for inspection of the Cross Country course or anywhere except official car parks. 

5. KEEP OFF ALL SPORTS PITCHES at ALL times.   Follow signs CLOSELY  to Dressage and Show Jumping.  BE AWARE that Dressage and Show Jumping are a considerable walk from the lorry park.
6. Save for death or personal injury caused by the negligence of the Organizers or anyone for whom they are in law responsible neither the Organizers of this event nor the Pony Club nor any agent, employee or representative of these bodies accepts any liability for any accident, loss, damage, injury or illness to horses, owners, riders, spectators, land or any other person or property whatsoever, whether caused by their negligence, breach of contract or in any way whatsoever.
Health and Safety  -  the Organizers of this event have taken reasonable precautions to ensure the health and safety of everyone present. For these measures to be effective , everyone must take all reasonable precautions to avoid and prevent accidents occurring and must obey the instructions of the Organizer and all Officials and Stewards.

7.  The Organizers reserve the right to alter, amend or cancel any class and to refuse any entry without any reason.

8.  The Organizers reserve the right to eliminate any competitor whose headgear is not adequately secure when mounted. A riding hat to EN 1384 1996, PAS 015 1998, BS EN 1384 1997 with BS kitemark, Snell 2001, AS/NZ 3838 1998 or AZ/NS 3838 2003 must be worn in all phases.  Competitors jumping Level 3 cross country and above MUST wear a skull cap, i.e. a hat with no peak. An effective body protector must be worn for Cross Country phase. All competitors must wear medical armbands as per Pony Club Eventing Rules 2008

9. The decision of the Chief Steward will be final and binding.
