GENERAL CONDITIONS   

1. The Cross-country Course may be walked on the day only.

2. A pony may only be entered in one class and ridden once.

3. Rider age: As 1st January 2008.

4. The dressage test in all classes must be ridden from memory.

5. If entries permit we will split classes into Novice & Open sections please indicate on entry form what section you wish to enter.

6. Medical Armbands are compulsory for cross country phase.

7. Hats will be checked when numbers are collected from secretary’s tent. There will be a charge of £1 for untagged hats.
8. If you have three refusals at one fence you may go on, but your score cannot be considered in the placings.  You must follow instructions of the stewards so that you do not adversely affect other riders.

9. A child may not continue after 2 falls.

10. All prizewinners must be correctly dressed to receive their prizes.

11. Objections may be lodged, in writing, to the Secretary with a £10.00 deposit.

12. Spurs may be worn with the permission of the DC.  Members without their B test should carry proof of their permission.

13. The event is run under Pony Club Eventing Rules 2008.

14. All withdrawals must be made by the closing date.

15. If cancelled, £5.00 will be retained from the entry fee; the balance will be paid by September on receipt of a stamped addressed envelope.
