1.
Entries close on Friday 25th April 2008.  No entries will be taken on the day, except for clear round.

2.
If a class is full a rider’s second entry in the same class will be put on a waiting list.

3.
For withdrawals, please telephone the secretary.

4.
Those entered in Dressage with Show Jumping classes may have to Show Jump before their Dressage.  Dressage times must take priority.  Those missing their times may not ride their test later.  In the event of classes clashing no entry fee will be refunded.

5.
Ages as on 1st January 2008 for classes 1 & 2.

6.
Spurs may be worn with the permission of the DC.  Members without their B Test should carry proof of their permission.

7.
In the event of cancellation, entry fees less £4.00 will be refunded on receipt of a SAE.

8.
The organisers reserve the right to refuse any entry, and to alter the programme due to weather or any other condition.

9.
The show will be run under Pony Club Dressage with Show Jumping Rules 2008.

10.  The judge’s decision is final.

Club hat tag. (There will be a £1 charge to have a tag fitted.) Non - members are 

strongly advised to wear a riding hat that meets Pony Club standards and to have their own insurance.
